Inge served as church clerk from 1960 to 1974. Sunday School lead-
ership was given by Frank E. Bradley, Adrian L. Arnold, B.H.
Wehmeier, and Roy C. Inge. Mrs. Ruth Hamm served as librarian
for several years.

Treasurers were WM. Benton, JR. Bishop, S.S. Sneed, C.D.
Peoples, Adrian L. Arnold, and Mrs. Vera Ferguson. In addition,
other lay leaders were C. Ned Robinson, W. E. Boyette, Earle
Burleson, Floyd Bryson (who served several years as Training
Union Director), Betty Cole, Mrs. Lucille Williams, John Weimorts,
Mr. a11d Mr,.

Farm Hill Baptist Church, located at 111 Madrid Road in the
Farm Hill community, is a small congregation of “good faithful peo-
ple” It began as a mission of Cantonment First Baptist Church in
August 1962. Bro. Roger Miller was the mission pastor.

On Saturday, September 8, 1962, the foundation was dug; for the
first unit of the building; and on Sunday, October 7, 1962, services
were held in the new building. Dinner on the grounds foll owed the
morning worship service, and a dedication service was he:ld at 1:30
that afternoon. By November 28, 1962, the building wa's complet-
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ed. All materials and
labor had been donat
ed, and all bills were |
paid. The balance in §
the treasury was 1
cents.

Other mission pas-
tors included Rev.
Raymond McElhaney
and Rev. C.D. Fant |
(interim). Under Rev.

Fant’s ministry, the
mission was constitut-
ed as a church on
November 22, 1964. A new sanctuary was dedicated on the last
Sunday in March 1968, and an educational building and fellowship
hall now complete the facilities.

Pastors have included Rev. Wayne Orcutt, Rev. F.C. Dobson
(interim), Rev. Walker Goad, Rev W.C. Chavers (interim), Rev.
Emory Rogers, Sr. (interim), Rev. Gene Trawick, Rev. Terry
Vaughan, Rev. David Rogers, Rev. Elwood Gafford (interim), and
Rev. Darrell Black, whose ministry began in December 2004.

Lay leaders have included deacons Bennie Malone, Fillmore
Enfinger (who was ordained to the ministry at Farm Hill), Floyd
Sims, Robert Morris, Ralph Lodge, Johnny Carlisle, Drannon
Vines, and Roy Eubanks.
