
Rowe, Archie Milton was born November 3, 1890 in Nichols, South Carolina, and moved to 

Georgia at an early age. Rowe attended Norman Park Junior College in Georgia and came to 

Madison County, Florida in 1922. He was ordained on December 3, 1922 by the Moseley Hall 

Baptist Church near Greenville, Florida. In over 50 years of ministry he served as pastor in 

Brooks County, Georgia, and in Madison, Jefferson, Hamilton and Taylor Counties in Florida. In 

the Madison area, Rowe served as pastor of Moseley Hall, Sirmans, Ochlawilla, New Home, 

Hopewell, Midway, and Pine Grove. Rowe and his wife, Elizabeth, had two daughters; Elizabeth 

and Lorene, and one son, Judson. On May 24, 1998 Ochlawilla Church had a special posthumous 

service honoring the former pastor. 
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Rev. Archie Milton Rowe was bom November 3, 1890 in Nichols, South Carolina and
moved to Georgia at an early age. He attended Norman Park Junior College and came to
Madison County, Florida in 1922. He was ordained to the gospel ministry December 3, 1922 by
the Moseley Hall Baptist Church near Greenville, Florida. In the fifty plus years of active
ministry, he served churches in Brooks County, Georgia; Jefferson County; Hamilton County;
Taylor County and Madison County, Florida. Churches in the area of Madison that he served
included: Moseley Hall, Sirmans, Ochlawilla, New Home, Hopewell, Midway, Pine Grove and
others. He was very active in the Middle Florida Baptist Association.

His family included his wife, Elizabeth Blanton Rowe, one son, Judson Rowe, and two
daughters, Mrs. Elizabeth Smith, and Mrs. Lorene Newsome. In the later years of his life he is
said to have enjoyed his swing, his paper and his Bible. He was found dead sitting in a chair
holding his Bible open to Ephesians 4. ?

His ministry was at a time when many churches were quarter time, then later half time,
and even later full time. He was known as a family man who loved his grandchildren and
birthday dinners. He possessed a great sense of humor and loved people. Records indicate that
in his early ministry he requested that the church withhold 1/10 of his salary as his tithe. Several
churches called him back for special occasions in his latter years and several of them paid him
special recognition. One such special day was May 24, 1998 when Ochlawilla posthumously 
honored the memory of Brother Rowe, one of their former pastors.
