The Mission's Committee of the Immanel Baptist Church in Tallahassee, Florida found, under 
he leadership of the Holy spirit, a great need for a church in the Indian Head Acres area. On

August of 1955, Bro. Warren Rush was called as permanent, full-time pastor. As the church 
trew, the basement of the Masonic Lodge, next door was rented for Sunday School classes. The 
Hission was constituted into a church and named Parkway Baptist Church on November 5, 1956, with 
;29 charter members. November 5, 1961 was the ground breaking for the educational facility and 
emporary auditorium. In 1962 the current auditorium was completed with seating capacity of 1000 
ncluding the balcony.
