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Seay, Alan was a native of Spartanburg, South Carolina the son of Dudley and Thelma Seay. He 

served as pastor of Orsino Baptist Church in Merritt Island before being appointed as a 

foreign missionary to Belize. He and his wife, Lee Seay were killed April 29, 1988, in 

a tragic automobile accident when their car was struck head on by a British Army 

armored vehicle in a convoy near Orangewell Town, Belize. They were survived by 

their parents and three children. 
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
