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Rev. Gideon A. Mallette was bom in 1820 and 
died February 20, 1891. Rev. Mallette graduated 
from Franklin College in 1842 and served in the 
ministry 49 years. He was very active in the work 
of the St. Marys River Baptist Association. In 1884 
he was the school principal in Kings Ferry, Florida. 
The Mallette's owned a plantation on the St. Mary's 
River across from Kings Ferry, Florida. He was 
married three times. His first wife, Sarah, had two 
children; after her death, his second wife, Susan 
Lang, had six children, and after her death, his third 
wife, Georgia Sheffield, had two children. Gideon 
and his second wife are buried in the Zion Cemetery 
in Kingsland, Ga. It is believed that Rev. Mallette 
was a pastor at Ephesus prior to the 1870s for in 
August 1870 he became the first pastor of Hebron 
Baptist Church in Kingsland, Ga.

Daniel Sikes was bom August 10, 1855, died 
April 12, 1922 and is buried in the Live Oak 
Cemetery, Callahan, Florida. He was the son of 
William and Nancy Sikes and was married to Mary 
J. Lloyd. He was an ordained minister, serving as 
an Associational Missionary in the St. Marys River 
Missionary Baptist Association and the Jacksonville 
Baptist Association.

Dan Sikes was pastor of Ephesus 1903-1906 
and 1908-1910. Rev. Ray McKendree and Rev. 
James McKendree are grandsons of Dan Sikes.
