Stetson University, in DeLand, Florida often preached here; and a week long 
revival was once held by Billy Graham while a ministerial student at a Tampa, 
Florida Bible College.

During the 1933 Associational Meeting our church reported that the 
church property was valued at $1,800, pastor's annual salary was $116, church 
membership was 5k, with eight baptisms reported from the preceeding year. 
These baptisms were performed in the St. Johns River at Moritani Point. By 
1939 the membership had grown to 82, they were meeting every other Sunday, 
and had raised their pastor's salary to $120,
